He
explained that many paliticians and diplomats compare Fiji to other countries such as Africa and Indiawhere
poverty is absolute, denying that poverty exists here. They fail to realize that if they don’t work on improving
instances of poverty and ineguality now, the problems will continue to get worse and they will face greater
challenges in addressing issues of poverty. He concluded by calling all religious denominations to look into
the concerns of the poor and make efforts toward poverty aleviation. The Launch ended with various school
and community groups participating in drama, song and dance on poverty themes.

NEWS FROM OUR KITCHEN

Mango season is back and our kitchen is busy again with all of the mango products
being made. Sweet Mango Chutney production started in mid-September. This pro-
ject is done by a woman from a rural community outside Lautoka; she is being

helped by two other ladies from the community.

This year there are alot of mangoes fruiting, so we are trialing other new products.

Khatai (dried mangoes) are being trialed in the kitchen and the first batch turned out
well. With a continuous supply of mangoes from farmers, khatai will be done in
large quantities to supply to the market. Another new product that is being trialed is
mango jam. Two trials have been done and more samples are being made with dif-
ferent types of mangoes to get the right taste. One of our current products, Mango
pickle, is dso being re-trided to test recipes with different preservatives. Two

batches have been made and necessary testing is now being done on them.

At the beginning of September, a batch of lime pickles was done in 400g jars. After

UPDATE FROM THE ADB PRO-POOR BUDGETING PROGRAM

w Asafollow up to the ADB-sponsored Community — Government Dial ogue workshop
held in July, we are working with communities on preparing action plans and educating

' them on how to write a project proposal. Firstly, the communities have to come up with

the action plan to achieve their need. To do this they need to understand the linkages

” from their communities to the provincial, district and national level government. We

al so teach the communities how to write project proposals and inform them that they
need to pay onethird of the total cost of the project for proposals submitted to the Dis-
trict Officer.

Tauvegavega Lower Squatter Settlement’s need is electricity. The electricity installation
has been approved by the FEA. The community has been given one year’stime to col-

lect the amount and pay for the installation. In our last visit, we explained to them the budget process from
the district level to national level. We also expressed that they are fortunate to have a year’ stime to collect
the money to pay for theinstallation for electricity. The community then appointed a new leader to write a
project proposal for submission to the District Officer. The community is using the knowledge they gained
from the session on writing the project proposals and budget process to assist them in achieving their goals.
